In the region of Eastern Europe and Central Asia
the speed of the spread of the HIV/AIDS epidemic
is one of the fastest in the world. According to
UNAIDS and WHO, the number of people living
with HIV or AIDS reached 1,600,000. In 2005 alone
the epidemic caused the deaths of 62,000 adults
and children. A major percentage of the infected
are young people, with the major method of infec-
tion by injecting drug use. However, number of
infections through sexual contact is increasing.

The main part of the infected population, live in
2 countries, the Russian Federation and Ukraine.
The number of PLWH in Russian Federation is
940,000 and in Ukraine, 377,000.

We continue to conduct negoti-
ations about other PLWH organizations to join our
union, including Belarus and Mongolia.

The Mission of ECUO is: To promote the mobi-
lization and capacity building of PLWH organiza-
tions of Eastern Europe and Central Asia; and to
raise the quality and dignity of the lives of PLWH.

Strategic aims of ECUO:

1. Widening access to treatment, care & support
for PLWH.

2. Widening the involvement of PLWH in all
decision making processes.

3. Developing the capacity of PLWH organizations.

4. Improving and protecting PLWH human and
civil rights.

The Eastern European and Central Asian Union of PLWH Organizations, ECUO, would like to strongly congratu-
late the Secretary General (including his meeting of PLWH on many occasions), the Civil Society Task Force, and
the many other actors involved in the inclusion of civil society in the recent UNGASS review May 31—dJune 2 2006.

However as the representatives of 10 PLWH National Organization from across the East Europe and Central Asia,
we would like to raise what we felt was the lack of a full meaningful role of PLWH in this meeting. For many it seems
that the voice of Civil Society is synonymous with PLWH — this is a dangerous assumption and necessarily true.
Many in Civil Society (with many well meaning organizations) think they can speak and act on our behalf — they
can’t!

In the UNGASS 2001, reaffirmed the principle of PLWH involvement as outlined in the Denver Declaration and
later enshrined in the Paris Declaration of 1994 (signed by 42 nation states) as the now familiar Greater Involvement
of People Living with HIV and AIDS.

Support a greater involvement of people living with HIV/AIDS through an initiative to strengthen the capacity and
coordination of networks of people living with HIV/AIDS and community-based organizations. By ensuring their full
involvement in our common response to the pandemic at all — national, regional and global — levels, this initia-
tive will, in particular, stimulate the creation of supportive political, legal and social environments.

The 2001 UNGASS in article 33 stated:

Acknowledging the particular role and significant contribution of people living with HIV/AIDS, young people and
civil society actors in addressing the problem of HIV/AIDS in all its aspects, and recognizing that their full involve-
ment and participation in the design, planning, implementation and evaluation of programmes is crucial to the devel-
opment of effective responses to the HIV/AIDS epidemic;

Having national objectives on ensuring of universal access on prevention, treatment, care and support, we
strongly appeal to our joint affords of all countries and putting the global objectives.

Based upon these statements and the broader GIPPA principles, we feel require a more central role of PLWH as
PLWH in the processes that where undertaken during the UNGASS review. Could not PLWH have been deputy chairs
or chairs of round tables and working groups?

We would welcome — in future PLWH taking a more central role in the UN processes, especially where the issues
directly relate to our wellbeing — and this include TRIPS, Food Security, Gender, Human Rights, etc. PLWH have
alltoo often been marginalized or not taken the leadership that they should due to apathy, poverty, education or lack
of recourses, we hope this can be addressed in the future.

We thank your for reading this and hope we might enter into a broader dialogue before the next UNGASS or UN
and other relevant events.
