ROST stands for Responding to HIV through Organisational Support and Technical
Cooperation in Eastern Europe and Central Asia. In Russian language the word ROST
means ‘growth; which literally articulates the goal of this project: to facilitate the
growth and development of local NGOs and community groups working in the field
of HIV and AIDS in Eastern Europe and Central Asia.

HIV still poses a serious threat in Eastern Europe and Central Asia, where new
diagnoses are growing at an alarming rate. HIV will continue to impact people’s lives
unless prevention is accelerated and universal access to treatment, care and support
is ensured for all people in need. NGOs and community groups can play a crucial
role in reaching this goal.

The ROST project is an initiative of AIDS Action Europe and implemented by the
Russian office of partner organisation AIDS Foundation East-West. The three year
project (2010-2012) includes a series of regional capacity development seminars for
AIDS Action Europe members on topics such as advocacy and resource mobilisation.
Each seminar is followed by a small grants programme to enable participating

NGOs to put in practice the skills that they have learned at the seminars.

NGOs and community groups who participate in
ROST will learn to:

e Advocate more effectively for evidence-based methods and universal access to
prevention, treatment, care and support

e Coordinate their activities with national programmes and governmental initiatives

e Expand service coverage for most at-risk populations

e Speak out against stigma and discrimination towards most at risk populations

The project is funded by Aids Fonds, ViiV Healthcare Positive Action Programme and
Levi Strauss Foundation.
